In 2008, the BUAV launched it’s Clean Up Cruelty Campaign, to end the cruel and unnecessary practice of testing household products and their ingredients on animals. 
I’m pleased that the Coalition Government has taken notice of this campaign and included a pledge to ban household product testing on animals in their agreement. 
As part of the next stage of the campaign, they are calling on Councils to only use cleaning products that meet the BUAV Humane Household Products Standard (HHPS). As my local Council I would like you to support this campaign by pledging to make your own offices cruelty free.

All you need to do is only use cleaning products that meet the BUAV’s Humane Household Products standard – this means that neither the products or their ingredients have been tested in animals.
